Because we are smaller schools, and all 1 man shops, it's nice to talk about things that happen in smaller
school districts. We aren't always dealing with the much bigger, sometimes political issues that the bigger
school districts/cities are facing. These people in my Rogue Group have become not just colleagues, but
friends as well.
